I METHODOLOGY AND LAW FRAMEWORK OF ACCREDITATION
Accreditation process of the new study programs is regulated by the Low of Higher Education and by the Statute of the University of Montenegro:

· The process starts by making Proposal (project analysis) for the justification of introduction of the new study program in teaching process
· Academic Council of the Faculty initiates and adopts the Proposal of  the foundation of the new course (department)
· Council of the Social Sciences of the University of Montenegro considers the Proposal (project analysis) and forwards it to the Senate of the University of Montenegro  (if the Proposal is acceptable)

· Senate of the University makes a decision about  justification for introducing the new course and forwards the Proposal to the Council for the Higher Education
· The accreditation is obtained after the evaluation of the study programs quality and their harmonization with professional needs and adopted standards.

· Accreditation is done by the Council of Higher Education ( Law of Higher Education, articles: 26, 27, 28, 29)
· The requirement for the accreditation is submitted at least one year before the required date for the accreditation of the program.
· Licensed institution can make changes of the study program but up to 30 ECTS credits at most without the accreditation

Key conditions that must to be elaborated in detail (within the proposal) are:
1. Basic information regarding institution and study program

2. Description of the study program

3. Realization of the study program

4. Resources

5. Self-valuation of the study program
